The journalist Henry Morton Stanley is best known for his immortal “Dr Livingstone,

| presume?” line. But to Pirbright people he is remembered for living at Furze Hill

and being buried in St Michael’s Churchyard, marked by an enormous granite stone.
Much less well-known is that David Livingstone’s last-surviving child, Annie
Livingstone-Wilson, lived in Malthouse Lane between 1929 and 1933 when she was

in her early 70’s, in a house she named Ulva Cottage, Ulva is the island where

David Livingstone’s father had been born in the 1780’s. After only four years in
Pirbright, she returned to Scotland, where she died in 1939. Ulva Cottage is today
Qmed Derry Cottage, and looks very different to how it did 90 years ago. /

MARCH GARDENING TIPS from Wellie

Dead head daffodil bulbs, but leave the foliage to
die back naturally. Plant lilies and other summer
bulbs in pots or borders. Feed ericaceous shrubs
such as rhododendrons, azaleas, camellias and
pieris with an ericaceous fertilizer. Finish pruning
roses early in the month. Cut dogwoods, willows
and cotinus to promote vigorous new growth. Sow
tomatoes, chillies, sweet peppers and aubergines
indoors. Plant onions and shallot sets. Plant first
early potatoes, sow parsnips when the soil starts
to warm up. Give lawns a spring
feed. Cut back winter flowering
jasmine after it has finished i
